CAKC 2009 Board  

Minutes from General Membership Meeting ðNov. 23, 2009 

Secretaryôs Report: Debbie reported that AKC is unable to provide results of their All-Breed 
Show Information survey as not enough clubs responded to the request for information (only 98 
out of 702 clubs responded; CAKC did respond). 

Presidentôs Report: Sandy reported that at a show she recently attended, the show committee 
conducted a survey to obtain information to obtain data on how the show impacted the local 
economy. Ellen Popkin indicated that she would like to do a similar survey for the spring show. 

MatchðSandy complimented DiAnn Flory for the number of innovative ideas that she incorpo-
rated into the match. DiAnn indicated that she is not interested in doing next yearôs match. Cath-
erine Emanuel indicated that she would be interested in taking on the assignment.  

Vice Presidentôs Report: ParadeðThe parade was a success; the club was well represented.  

Show Report: Debbie reported that AKC approved our event. She sent out nine letters to various 
clubs Virginia dog clubs; two were returned as undeliverable. She received confirmation from the 
Central Virginia Sheltie Club that they will support the entry. Also confirmed, Pomeranian Club 
and Wilderness Pointer Club (application not yet received). 

Karen Wilson added that she has all the judge contracts and that she only has one judge for 
obedience/rally. The board discussed the rally/obedience problem and it was decided that Karen 
would try to get a judge who could do obedience but not rally and, if necessary, we would hold 
obedience on both days and rally on one day. The question was raised about offering classes for 
the new obedience titles. Show committee will have to check to see if judges are approved for 
these classes. 

Karen Johnson suggested that the club pursue a separate rally/obedience event since it is be-
coming more difficult to hold this event with the conformation show. 

TrophiesðA motion was made to establish a working fund of $1000 for Best in Show, Group, and 
High in Trial trophies that would cover both days. The motion was approved. Debbie advised that 
she is looking to purchase director chairs (both days) and aprons (one day) as prizes; she will 
find appropriate items for the second day. 

Legislative Committee: Linda King advised that the committee may revise the ñbarking dogò 
brochure and change it to reflect the clubôs community activities and the brochure would be made 
available at community events to publicize the clubôs involvement. 

Giving Committee ðDebbie presented a list of suggestions to the Board. The Board voted to 
adopt 1) Pet Food Pantry ($500) and 2) endowment of Blue Ridge Community College Vet Tech 
Scholarship ($500). The information will be presented to the membership at February 2010 meet-
ing.

              CAKC Inclement Weather Policy  

In the event that inclement weather closes the Albemarle County schools, any scheduled activity                            

( handling, obedience, meeting etc.) is automatically canceled.  
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Virginia Legislative Session: Katie Emanuel has reminded us that we are in the height of the legislative 

season. Walt Hutchens has offered a short explanation of the process and how to get involved. The very first 

place to start stopping a bad bill is with the sponsor: Call (or fax, or visit) him or her, explain why the bill is a bad 
idea (or why you don't like it) and ask that the sponsor WITHDRAW his bill. Often a bill was sponsored without 
a good idea of the problems.  When we make the issues clear, the best lawmakers often will back away. Re-
gardless of where a bill is filed (House of Delegates or Senate) it must pass both houses in EXACTLY THE 
SAME FORM and then be signed by the governor before it becomes law. That means that when a bill is 
amended in the second house, it must go back to the first to be passed again. Walt Hutchins mail to: VA-Pet-

Example of a bill:  
HB 140 -- Cruelty to animals. Narrows the exemption to animal cruelty penalties available to the owner of a dog 
or cat when his dog or cat is attacked on his property by a dog. Currently, that exemption allows the owner of 
the injured dog or cat to use all reasonable and necessary force against the attacking dog. The amendment 
clarifies that "attack" shall only be construed to mean an actual injury or death has occurred to an owner's dog 
or cat, and not the mere threat thereof. http://leg1.state.va.us/cgi-bin/legp504.exe?101+sum+HB140 
COMMENT -- This would change the law so that if your dog is attacked on your own property by a trespassing 
dog, you can be charged with cruelty unless you wait until your dog is actually hurt.  
RECOMMENDATION -- OPPOSE

Noise Ordinance in Albemarle County : Katie Emanuel has also informed us that the noise ordinance in Albe-
marle is not a dead issue and the case it revolved around his exploding again.  She has been asked to help 
mediate by the BOS chairman, Anne Mallek and is meeting with one of the parties next week.  She was not 
asked because of her affiliation with the CAKC, but because the case revolves around Livestock Guardian 
Dogs.

Most importantly to thank 
everyone who has so selflessly worked throughout the year and secondly to stress the 
importance to our club  of volunteers hours. 

 As members of CAKC first and foremost we support above stated objectives and  goals of 
our club but most of us have additional reasons for being a member.

A club such as CAKC requires involvement  by members to survive. Our two main fundraisers for the year are the Agility Trials and the June 
Shows. Your volunteer hours provide the needed unpaid labor to make money for the club. This money is then put back into the club in the 
form of events and services. We realize that we have members who are physically unable to volunteer and those hours must be covered by 
other volunteers. 

With an annual operating budget of around $ 55,000.00 ($ 40,000 of that is income and expenses for the two shows) for 60 or so members 
you can see that the $ 20.00 membership fee doesnôt go too far. The holiday party alone costs the club $ 5.00 per person more than the mem-
bership fee. 

However the profit made from the two events  can completely fund the 
goals of  the  club. For example the per member cost is approximately:

¶ $   2.00 awards

¶ $ 20.00 match
