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Board Notes

AKC Report: Peggy Kessler reported on the Canine Assistants program located in Georgia that makes
dogs available to children with special needs. She donated a Corgi to this program and advised that the
Club should consider giving financial support to this organization.

Show Report: Karen Wilson advised that Debbie Burgess is the show chair and she will be listed in the
premium list as the assistant show chair. Judges have been selected and she is waiting from confirmations.
Ellen Popkin’s name will be listed in the premium as advertising chair but Ellen requested support to help
with the job. Ellen advised that she had one outstanding bill for advertising from Horse and Hound. She
attempted to collect the amount due but was advised that payment had already been submitted (which the
Club had not received). Due totheindividual’s attitude, the Board recommended that the bill be marked as
a bad debt.

Karen wantsto solicit names for judges for the 2010 show. Debbie advised that
she has attempted to contact Albemarle County rescue squad but has not had a reply; previously, the
squad supported the show by having a person on site (without ambulance). Ellen requested clarification
regarding the exhibitor’s party at the show grounds. Ellen agreed to chair this event. Suggestions made
included: having exhibitors make a donation for event and donate the money to Take the Lead.

What should you know about arthritis?
Canine arthritis is more common than you may think. It can affect dogs of any age, breed or sex. In fact, studies have shown that as many as
1in 5 adult dogs have arthritis. Although there is no cure for Osteoarthritis (OA), chronic arthritis pain can be managed with the help of
diet, exercise, surgery, and proper medication. Constant activity can damage your dog’s cartilage, putting strain on joints and inducing ar-
thritis; a degenerative joint disease. Unfortunately, the symptoms of arthritis are easily missed and often misinterpreted. Contact your vet-
erinarian if you notice any of the following signs:

Trouble getting up, Tires easily, Climbs stairs reluctantly, Limps or lags behind, Trembles or shakes, Reluctant to play
What causes arthritis? General risk factorsinclude:

Age —therisk increases with age

Size & Weight — heavier dogs place more stress on their joints. 45% of large dogs develop arthritis, where only 27% of small and medium
dogs do.

Breed- Breeding involves years of careful genetic selection. While this process has produced many of the traits you love, it also can predis-
pose dogs to certain heredity conditions. For example, hip dysplasia is a common joint disease that can become a serious issue in some breeds
asyoung as 1-3 years old.

Activity level —Just as with humans, an active pet is a healthy pet. Frequent exercise can help stretch the muscles and keep joints function-
ing well.

The most common type of arthritis is Osteoarthritis (OA) which is also known as degenerative joint disease (DJD). This can be primary, the
cause of which is unknown and secondary, following conditions involving joint instability leading to damage of the subchondral bone that line
thejoints. Some common causes of DJD include hip dysplasia, elbow dysplasia, cranial cruciate ligament rupture, fractured bones, and any
traumatothejoint. Other causesinclude joint infection, often asthe result of bites or injuries or it may follow joint trauma and damage.

How do we treat arthritis?
For osteoarthritis (like hip dysplasia and other common forms of arthritis), we treat pets with several modalities at the same time:

*Weight Loss- Keeping your pet thin isthe single most important thing that you can do for your pet.

*Pain medications: non-steroidal anti-inflammatory medications are the most common of these — Most pets need to use non-steroidal anti-
inflammatory drugs daily for at least 2 weeks initially. It is not safe to give human anti-inflammatory drugs to dogs, so ask your vet for a
recommendation. Many dogs need to continue these drugs long term. The goal isto use the least amount of medication possible and still
keep your pet comfortable. For some pets, that means daily non-steroidals. For others, it might mean using the medication at %2 the regular
dose daily. Still others may only need periodic medication.

*Moderate, regular exercise — this includes once or twice daily walks that are longer than 10 minutes, swimming, or a specialized exercise
plan.

*Glucosamine — every day for the life of your pet.

Glycoflex Il or Nutramax are excellent brands made exclusively for pets. Beware using other brands! This product is a nutriceutical and is
not monitored by the FDA or any other agency. Independent testing shows huge variationsin amount of product actually in pills when com-
paring various brands. This includes both product made for human use as well as those made for pets. Nutramax has made Cosequin for a
long time. This product combines glucosamine and chondroitin in one chewable tablet. Their newest offering is Dasuquin. This product takes
the glucosamine/chondroin combination and adds to it avocado. This new combination gives many pets more relief from arthritis symptoms.
Over the counter Osteo Bi-Flex and Cosemen appears to be a good product.

The dosage of glucosamine in products that contain only glucosamine is: 500 mg per day for dogs that weigh less than 60 pounds of body
weight. Pets that weigh 60 — 100 pounds should receive 1000 mg per day.

Follow label instructions for pet products.

*Omega 3 Fatty Acids — Recent studies have shown improved comfort for arthritic pets who take 180 mg Eicosapentaenoic Acid (EPA) for
every 10 pounds of body weight every day. EPA is one of the Omega 3 Fatty Acids and the amount of it in each capsule should be clearly
marked on the bottle. A 10 pound dog gets 180 mg per day. A 50 pound dog needs 900 mg per day. When calculating the dose, be sure
toround up if your pet’s needs are a little different than the available medication! These can be given once daily or the daily amount divided
intotwo doses. These products are available through your vet or over the counter at the pharmacy or grocery store.

*Acupuncture —Many dogs get remarkable relief with acupuncture treatments.
*Adequan injections — Adequan is polysulfated glycosaminoglycan in an injectable form. This works more effectively than oral Glucosamine
for some pets. A dog is given 2 injections a week for four weeks then repeated injections as needed. For many pets, the injections are given

every 4 to 6 weeks after the initial series.

*Surgery-when appropriate.

Normally | write about a specific breed recognized by the American Kennel Club, but as | looking at the AKC website | found
myself mesmerized by the Foundation Stock Service page. | was surprised to learn that AKC has accepted sixty-four breeds
into their Foundation Stock Service. While these breeds are not approved to compete in AKC Companion Events, AKC does
allow breeders to continue to develop their breeds and provides them with the security of a reliable and reputable avenue to
maintain their records. One could assume that at some point in the not-to-distant future that one or all of these breeds will be
officially recognized by AKC. The following is an abbreviated list of the FSS breeds recorded by AKC:

Unless you have one of those breeds that require full dentition and therefore a judge actually counts the teeth, you probably
haven®paid much attention to the teeth of your dog beyond the actual bite. However, outside the US, full dentition is often a
very important factor and judges of many breeds will actually open the dog® mouth and count teeth.

Dividing the upper jaw into left and right, there are three front incisors one canine tooth, four pre-molars followed by two
upper molars and three lower molars, which equals 10 upper teeth and 11 lower teeth on each side, multiplied by two equals
20 total upper teeth and 22 total lower teeth giving an overall total of 42 teeth.

The premolars are frequently known as P-teeth and it is one of these P-teeth (and occasion-
ally more) that may never appear in your dog®jaw. You may not even notice a gap in the
teeth where the missing tooth should be because the remaining teeth will shift tofill the
gap, so don®be fooled into thinking because your dog® teeth look even and well spaced they
are actually complete. It is necessary to count to make sure. While it probably doesn® af-
fect the dog in any way, it is a genetic fault and it must factor into any breeding deci-

sion. You may breed a dog with a missing tooth but it should be to a dog with full denti-
tion. If you don®, over generations, the jaw will be redefined. and ultimately the shape of
the muzzle.

There are some people that have the abil- ity to captivate you with their story telling and
make you feel as though you are a part of their experience. For me, Catherine Ann
Emanuel is truly one of those people. My interview with Katie lasted less than 30 min-
utes, but in that short timeit was clear to me that her devotion to dogs is, and always will
be, unwavering. Katiewas bornin Ta- coma Park, Maryland. Her mother, Louise
Emanuel, had Welsh Terriers, German Shepherds, Australian Shepherds—even before
they were recognized by AKC, and Anato- lian Shepherds. Katie’s earliest memories in-
clude being helped out of her crib by one of her mother’s German Shepherds, in addition to

the time when she fell on Angie, an Anatolian Shepherd, who seemed torealize that her job was to simply be there for
Katie. Dogs have always been a part of Katie’s life. In fact, when she graduated from Hampshire College, her prize win-
ning Old English Bulldogue, Gracie, walked the stage with her. The President of the college handed Katie her diploma
and Gracie a milkbone.

Katie’s mother, a huge proponent of the breeder/owner/handler, instilled in her daughter the sense of pride that comes
with showing a dog that you bred. The mother—daughter team breed under the Birinci kennel name, which is Turkish
for “first”. Louiselived on First Street in Turkey, which to me seems like the perfect name for breeding Turkish dogs.
Katie left the her job as a toxicologist with a local private consulting firm to help run the family’s boarding and grooming
business. Katie and her sister, Liz, joined CAKC as juniorsin 1990, shortly after their mother joined CAKC in 1989. Liz,
who was very active in obedience, now resides in Tennessee and has a 2 year old son. Since AKC recognition of the Ana-
tolian Shepherd in 2000, Katie has earned championships on twenty-two dogs.

Katie met her husband, Edward Jarrod “EJ” Collins, several years ago at a Westminster Kennel Club show and the cou-
ple have been happily married for two years. EJ obviously shares Katie’s love of dogs, as his show dog served as his Best
Man at their wedding, while Katie’'s show dog served as her Maid of Honor. The minister that married them was a dog
breeder and there was even a bouquet made of dog biscuits! In addition to Anatolians, Katie and EJ have two Affenpin-
schers. When asked what she would change if she could go back in time, Katie said “I wish | had met EJ a few years ear-
lier. It would have given us that much more time together.”

In addition to showing in conformation, Katie participates in educational events such as Meet the Breed and public edu-
cation with children, and sheis very active with the Canine Health Foundation. Her proudest accomplishments include
being the owner/handler of the first Best in Show winning Anatolian Shepherd Dog prior to AKC recognition; being the
first breeder/owner/handler towin a group placement with an Anatolian since AKC recognition; being the first
breeder/owner/handler to win a group placement with an Anatolian since AKC recognition with two different dogs; and
by the end of the year, she will have worked to launch the first health survey for Anatolians, gaining a better under-
standing of the health status of the breed.

What is Katie's advice to someone just starting out in the sport of dog showing? “To the new owner/breeder/handler—
find a good mentor, do not lose confidence in yourself, and always remain a good sport.” She emphasized that it is very
easy in this sport to lose confidence, especially when professional handlers seem towin all of thetime. It isimportant to
keep your confidence high and your eyes open to new opportunities. She added that it is equally important to be a good
sport. “Sometimes you win and sometimes you lose; but if you go home at the end of the day and you are happy and
healthy, it has been a good day.”

Interviewers note: Katie began showingin 1979 and has vast experience with rare breeds. She has recently been ap-
proved by AKC to judge Anatolian Shepherds and Junior Showmanship. The next step to earning her provisional license
isto be published in the Gazette. Katie should be ready to take assignments by the end of the year!
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Judge Roe took her job very seriously!
